Subject: lnviting nominations for course on "Financial lntelligence and lnvestigations" for

Officers of CBIC from 15th to 26th July, 2019 at llM, Bengaluru-reg.

The modern globalized economy and new technologies of financial transactions have created

new vistas in the area of financial crime and fraud, rooted in cross border transactions. The recent

trends of Customs duty/GST evasion and illegal export cases indicate that the perpetrators of such

frauds have moved from the traditional methods of using the financial institutions by creating a web of

frontline companies. Criminal elements, including those involved in illicit Narcotics trafficking, have also

started using Banking channels for remitting their money to and from lndia. Not only do such

transactions inflict heavy damage to the economy but the ill-gotten money could also be laundered to

be a threat to the national security.

2. ln order to fight these challenges, a need was felt for imparting specialized training for cutting

edge level officers to be trained in such modern financial technologies/instruments, accounting

methods, international monetary exchanges, modern financial mechanism such as internet based

currency, Transfer pricing etc. so as to enable them to identify and investigate such transactions in a

more meaningful manner.

3. NAC|N, Faridabad had entered into an MoU with llM, Bengaluru for conducting courses on

,,Financial lntelligence and lnvestigations" for officers of CBIC. lt is a 10 days fully residential course to be

completed in two continuous weeks, at llM-Bengaluru campus. Boarding and lodging for the participants

will be provided by llM Bengaluru and the same will be reimbursed by NACIN to llM Bengaluru. /-

4. The training for the 8th batch of 30 officers for two weeks (1-0 working days) is scheduled from

15th to 26th July, 2019. tt is requested that two suitable officers of rank of Addl. Comm,/JC/DC/ AC/Supdt

from your zone may be nominated for participating in the course. While sending nominations, it is



requested that officers posted in lntelligence and lnvestigation wings having flair for lnvestigation and
also having at least 2 years of residual service tenure may only be considered and all the fields of the
prescribed format (enclosed) must be filled up.

5' Nominations should reach this office onlv throush email: nomination.istnacin(ogmail,com with
the captioned subject in the subject column of the email. The nominations may be sent not laterthan 7th
June, 2019 in the prescribed format attached. Nomination received without prescribed format and
incomplete information will not be considered.

6' NAclN, Faridabad will intimate the officer as well as their controlling officers for joining the
course after due selection is done by NACIN. Therefore, it is requested to ensure that the officers do not
report for the aforesaid course unless a confirmation of selection is received form NACIN, Faridabad.
