The person(s) so deployed should be employee(s) of the contractor and
shall remain under his control and supervision. He shall be liable for the
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wages and any other claim of the person engaged. The department is not
liable to pay any compensation if any untoward incident happens.
Payment will be made after completion of the work and on receipt
of satisfactory completion certificate from beneficiary through e-
payment directly into the bank account of the vendor.

The tenders/quotation which are received incomplete and/or filed after
due date shall be summarily rejected.

Intending contractor/bidders are advised to inspect and examine the site
and its surroundings and satisfy themselves before submitting their
tenders as to the nature of the ground and sub-soil (so far as is
practicable), the form and nature of the site, the means of access of the
site, the accommodation they may require and in general themselves
shall obtain all necessary information regarding risk, contingencies and
their circumstances which may influence or affect their tender.
