New Delhi: The Supreme
Court on Friday attained its
full sanctioned strength of 34
judges as CJI BR Gavai ad-
ministered oath of office to
Justices Alok Aradhe and V1-
pul Manubhal Pancholil as
SC judges in the presence of
all sitting SC judges in the
apex court’s auditorium.

Both the judges took oath
in thename of God, and their
swearing-ln ceremony was
keenly watched by lawyers
who had packed the auditori-
um. The place where the
judges took oath and where
Justice B V Nagarathna was
seated was separated by
Justice Vikram Nath, who
sported a smile through the
oath ceremony.

appointment of Justice Vipul Manubhai Pancholi, who would be CJI for
nearly one year and eight months beginning Oct 3, 2031

Justice Nagarathna, a
member of the five-judge SC
collegium, who had strongly
opposed the CJI's proposal to
recommend Justice Pancho-
li’s appointment as an SC
judge through a severely
critical two-page dissent
note, maintained a straight
face through the brief oath
taking of thenew judges. She
had said Justice Pancholi’s
elevation would be counter-
productive to justice and
would put the credibility of
the collegium at stake.

HC allows goat sacrifice
at abattoir, not at temple,
for Nanda Devi festival

Dehradun: Uttarakhand
high court, while hearing a
public interest litigation
seeking the establishment of
a temporary slaughterhouse
for animal sacrifices during
the Nanda Devi festival at
Naina Devi temple in Naini-
tal, on Friday allowed sla-
ughter of goats at the munic-
ipal abattoir while retaining
the ban on animal sacrifice
within the temple premises.

The festival in the lake
town began on Aug 29 and will
conclude on Sept 5. Animal
sacrifice is part of the rituals.
HC had banned slaughter in
the temple in 2011, a decision
that was reiterated and up-
held in 2015. The court in 2016
allowed sacrificial goats in-
side the temple but continued
the ban on slaughter on the
shrine premises.

On Friday, the HC bench,
comprising Chief Justice G
Narendar and Justice Sub-
hash Upadhyay, instructed
the municipality to designate
a location for the slaughter at
the abattoir and directed the
pollution control board to is-
sue a no-objection certificate.
Goats will be escorted to the
temple complex under police
protection and then trans-
ported to the slaughterhouse
for sacrifice after the rituals.

Rohitash Sharma, execu-
tive officer of Nainital mu-
nicipality, said, “The slaugh-
terhouse in Tallital Harina-
gar had several issues since
2022, including absence of a
blood drainage system, elec-
tricityand wastedisposal, all

will conclude on Sept 5

of which have now been ad-
dressed. Animal sacrifices
can now take place at the
slaughterhouse.” HC also or-
dered a food inspector to con-
duct checks during the sacri-
fice and mandated adher-
ence to all regulations.

Pawan Jatav, a local, and
others had filed the PIL, stat-
ing the tradition of sacrifice
during the Nanda Devl fes-
tival has been practised
“since time immemorial”.
The plea requested permis-
sion to set up a temporary
slaughterhouse for goat sac-
rifices during the festival to
respect religious beliefs.

“This type of interim or-
der 1s passed keeping in view
the fact that the festival is
starting from today (Friday),
and the learned chief stand-
ing counsel submitted that if
the sacrifice to the deity 1s
prevented, it may create law
and order problem,” HC said.

Animal rights activists
opposed the move, saying the
state must discourage animal
sacrifice and educate the
masses against superstitious
ritual slaughter. Gaurl Mau-
lekhi from People for Ani-
mals, an animal welfare orga-
nisation, said animal sacri-
fice in public places harms
the environment.
